1. Purpose and applicability

This methodology establishes the general procedure for evaluating bids under CMDR COE calls for bids for the delivery of goods, systems, equipment, devices, accessories,
activation/subscription services and related support where such elements are part of the relevant call. It applies to all bids that meet the administrative requirements and the
minimum technical requirements defined in the relevant Technical Specification / Terms of Reference.

The contract will be awarded on the basis of the “most economically advantageous bid / best value for money” criterion. The lowest price is not the sole award criterion.

2. Administrative eligibility

Before technical and financial scoring, CMDR COE will conduct an administrative eligibility check. Bids that do not meet the mandatory administrative requirements may be
excluded from further evaluation.

o the bid is received within the stated deadline, at the indicated address and in the required format;

e the bid includes the completed and signed applicable annexes, including the vendor registration form, technical proposal and price offer;

e the bid is signed by the bidder's manager or a duly authorized representative;

o the bidder has provided the required identification, contact and bank information;

e where applicable, the bidder has provided evidence of the right to offer/supply the proposed equipment, including a manufacturer authorization letter, official
distributor status, declaration or other equivalent document;

e the bidder has submitted only one bid for the relevant call or lot, unless the annexes explicitly allow several technical options/offers within one bid package.

If the call is divided into lots, each lot will be evaluated separately unless the call states otherwise. If the annexes allow several options/offers (for example “Offer 1”7, “Offer 2”,
“Offer 3”), each option may be evaluated separately provided that it contains complete technical and price information.

3. Technical admissibility

After the administrative check, CMDR COE will assess technical admissibility against the minimum requirements in the Terms of Reference. Only technically acceptable bids
that demonstrate compliance with all mandatory minimum requirements will proceed to scoring.

A bid that does not meet a minimum requirement may be declared technically unacceptable regardless of its price. Bidders may propose equipment or solutions that exceed
the minimum technical requirements.



4. Comprehensive evaluation

Technically acceptable bids will be evaluated using a 100-point scoring system. The comprehensive score (CS) is the sum of the points awarded under the criteria in Table 1.

Comprehensive score formula:
CS=TC+DL+WS+TD+SI+P

where TC = technical quality (up to 35 pts), DL = delivery and logistics (up to 20 pts), WS = warranty and support (up to 15 pts), TD = training and documentation (up to 10 pts),
S| = sustainability/interoperability/certificates (up to 5 pts), P = price (up to 15 pts). The maximum comprehensive score is 100 points.



5. Price scoring

The score under the “Price and total cost of ownership” criterion will be calculated using the following formula:
P =15 x (Pmin / Pbid)

where Pmin is the lowest total price among technically acceptable bids, and Pbid is the total price of the bid being evaluated. The result will be rounded to two decimal places.
If the relevant call includes subscription, activation, delivery, insurance, installation, training or other costs, these will be considered in the total price unless the call states
otherwise.

6. Qualitative scoring of technical criteria

The evaluation committee will award points under the qualitative criteria based on the evidence submitted by the bidder. Where necessary, CMDR COE may request
clarifications, provided that such clarifications do not modify the substance of the bid.

General scoring guidance:

full or above-minimum compliance, well supported by technical documents, certificates and clear configuration - close to maximum points;
e compliance with minimum requirements, with limited additional advantages or less detailed documentation - medium score;

partly evidenced compliance or limited clarity, without breaching minimum requirements - low score;

non-compliance with a mandatory minimum requirement - the bid may be declared technically unacceptable and not scored.

7. Ranking and award

The bid with the highest comprehensive score will be ranked first. In the event of equal scores, CMDR COE may rank higher the bid with the higher score for technical
compliance and quality. If the tie remains, preference may be given to the bid with better warranty/support, followed by the lower total price. If the tie still cannot be resolved,
CMDR COE may apply an additional permissible procedure under its internal procurement rules.

CMDR COE reserves the right not to award a contract, to reject incomplete or non-compliant bids, and to request clarifications where necessary for the correct application of
this methodology.
